Anti-Doping Rules. Any violation of the IWWF Anti-Doping Rules, or other anti-doping rules or codes. Specifically, | understand and agree that the
Minor is required to comply with the International Waterski & Wakeboard Federation (IWWF) Anti-Doping Rules and U.S. Anti-Doping Agency Protocol
for Olympic and Paralympic Movement Testing (USADA Protocol) and all other policies and rules adopted by IWWF, USADA, and USOPC; agree to
submit to drug testing; understand that applicable anti-doping rules would make the Minor subject to penalties, including but not limited to, disqualification
and suspension; and agree to submit to the results management authority and processes of USADA, including arbitration under the USADA Protocol,
or to the results management authority of IWWF and/or USA-WSWS, if applicable or referred by USADA.
